All of this is provided in a streaming 
format that does not require the user to refresh the page to get 
updated content.  

 
b. Dual In Play 

Dual In Play is new in Briefing.com products and allows you to see 
two panes or instances of Live In Play in one spot.  The advantage 
of this is that you can filter each of these panes, such that the 
left pane and right pane display different content, based 
specifically upon your needs.  For example, suppose you wanted 
to follow the Healthcare sector and, in addition, follow a list of 
stocks.  You could filter the left pane to display only entries 
related to the Healthcare sector and the right pane to only 
display entries  related to the stocks in a Custom Filter you 
previously created.   

 
c. Bond In Play 

The Bond In Play page offers running commentary and analysis on 
bonds and interest rate activity, focusing primarily on government 
treasury securities 2 -through-30-year issues.  In addition, this 
page also covers large and or notable new issues, economic 
commentary and market reactions, trader and dealer commentary 
from around the globe, foreign exchanges, regularly scheduled 
government issues, and occasional unscheduled government 
issues.  Throughout the session, comments are accompanied by  
prices and yields on the 10-year, euro, and yen along with charts, 
technical analysis and briefs on an array of related subjects.

d. Live Headlines 
The Live Headlines page provides a snapshot of the 100 most 
recently updated Live In Play comments broken down into four 
main categories: overall In Play comments, original analysis and 
column-based commentary, as well as upgrades/downgrades, and 
earnings/economic updates.  
 
 
 

e. Stock Market Update 
The Stock Market Update page provides a snapshot of what is 
going on with the financial markets at any point in time. This 
page features Briefing.com's daily Page One column, frequent 
updates that focus on broad market activity, market data, and 
the day's schedule of market-moving events.

The Investing & Trading section contains all of Briefing.comõs premium , 
Fundamental, Technical and ETF analysis.

a. Earnings Results 

 
The Earnings Results page is an earnings calendar, covering 
approximately 3,000 companies and featuring earnings release 
dates, conference call information, earnings/revenue estimates 
from Capital IQ and earnings/revenue actuals that are posted to 
the page live as they are reported.  
 
Here are some of the Earnings Results pageõs features and tips on 
how to use them:  
 

 You can access historical earnings, guidance and 
upgrades/downgrades on each company on the calendar 
by selecting the ò+ó icon to the left of each companyõs 
name.  

 

 The òSurpriseó column indicates the difference between 
a companyõs reported earnings actual and the consensus 
estimate.  Color -coding is used to easily determine those 
companies that meet, beat, or missed consensus 
estimates and is depicted by black, green, and red text, 
respectively.  In addition, you can sort on the Surprise 
column to quickly view the companies that beat or 
missed consensus by the widest margin.  

 

 After companies report their earnings, youõll see black, 
green, and red arrows to the right of certain entries, in 
the òGuidanceó column. This indicates whether the 
company issued in-line, upside or downside guidance as 
part of their earnings release or earnings conference call. 
If you hover over a Guidance icon, youõll see details on 
the guidance.   

 
b. Upgrades/Downgrades 

 
The Upgrades/Downgrades page provides equity upgrades, 
downgrades, reiterations, resumption and drops in coverage, as 
well as price target changes from Wall Street firms. Click on the 
carat icons next to the  Brokerage Firm and Broker Action columns 
to sort by these fields.  
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c. Economic Events 

 
The Economic Events page presents dates, times, estimates, and 
results for major U.S.  economic releases.  Not only can you 
quickly and easily see releases for today and the current week, 
you can see out as far as 4 weeks in advance. 

 
The òTrading Impactó field is Briefing.comõs proprietary opinion 
on what type of impact the economic releas e will have on the 
markets.  There are three ratings ð Low, Medium, and High.  
 

d. Events and Conferences 
 
This calendar provides a schedule of upcoming Analyst Meetings 
and Conference Calls for U.S. traded equities as well as Fed 
Speakers and Market Holidays. 
 

e. Top Events 
 
Summary of today's top market events - earnings releases, 
guidance, economic events, splits, IPOs, same store sales, analyst 
meetings and conference calls. See legend for definition of icons.  

 
f.  Earnings Guidance 

 
The Guidance calendar provides guidance issued by companies ð 
revenue, EPS, or both ð for either future quarters or fiscal years.  
Also contained in this page are consensus estimates for EPS 
and/or revenue.  

 
g. Stock Splits 

 
This calendar provides Stock Splits with Ratios, Payable Dates and 
Ex-Dates for U.S. traded equities. Reverse Splits are not listed.  

 
h. IPO 

 
This calendar provides information on u pcoming Initial Public 
Offerings such as the number of initial shares being offered, the 
initial price as well as opening price, and the underwriters of the 
IPO. 
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i.  Same Store Sales 

 
This calendar provides same store sales results and consensus 
estimates for U.S. -traded retailers.  For each equity, it also 
includes Price Reaction (% price change of the stock on the first 
day of trading fo llowing the release of Same Store Sales results) 
and any Guidance a company may have issued. 

 
j.  Market Internals  

 
This page provides hourly data on key market statistics such as 
indices (e.g., S&P 500, Dow Jones, etc.), NYSE and NASDAQ data 
(e.g., Volume, Ad vancers/Decliners, New Highs/Lows, etc.), and 
Foreign Markets (Tokyo, London, Hong Kong, etc.).    

 
k.  Market Events
